The Pontiac MRC is working in collaboration with the Société d’Aide à la Ré-

novation Patrimoniale to offer homeowners architectural services to guide 

them in their exterior renovation projects.  

 

The SARP specialists will study the exterior characteristics of your residence, 

its environment, its original style and your budget. They will identify the strong 

points to highlight as well points to be improved.  

 

With the help of drawings, the architects will propose different solutions taking 

into account your needs and budget. They will make recommendations for the 

following projects: 

 

Conservation of original materials 

Choice of new or original materials  

Choice of exterior coverings 

Improvement, repair or construction of a porch 

Window and door relocation 

Choice of colors  

All other exterior improvements  

 

With the help of the consultation and drawing, MRC/CLD and the SARP will 

provide you with all the information required to make your renovation project a 

success. The architectural character of your home will be improved while re-

specting its original style.

STEPS :  

 

1.  File submitted to the CLD Pontiac; 

2.  File studied by the CLD to know if the house and the work are eligible; 

3.  The file is sent to the architect; 

4. Telephone meeting between the architect and yourself so the architect 

will understand your needs and budget; 

5.  Completion of two sketches and a work list according to the home-

ownerôs wishes; 

6.  Review of the feedback from the owner; 

7.  Sketches and work list sent to homeowner and contractor. 

IMPORTANT : 
 

1.   This program gives you advice. Even if the goal is to encourage proper 

renovations, you are not required to carried out the proposed renovations;  

2.   To be eligible, your house does not have to be recognized as a 

« historical monument » by the Quebec Cultural Properties Act; 

3.  This program is not a  renovations funding program; 

4.  The work can be done by local contractor.  

TERMS :  

 

Your application must be filed with the Pontiac CLD. The file must in-

clude:  

1.  The duly completed application form; 

2.  Color photographs of the house and, if possible, old photographs; 

3.  A preliminary list of proposed renovations; 

4. A contribution of $ 50 (total cost of service = $ 700) will be applied to 

eligible homeowners (people eligible to the RenoVillage program may be exempt from 

paying this fee).
